A rainy night, the director of the Industrial Museum of Siros crosschecks some data about an old
shipwreck. He imidiately goes to Athens where, after investigation, he takes a ship with his diving
team for the island Kea. in Cyclades. The sunken ship is a wheel steamer. It ‘s one of the first steam
ships, before the discovery of the propela, ever to be sunk in 1868. The ship's name is “Patris” and
it was owned by the first ferry company in Greece “Greek Steamers” established in Siros.
