MiviéAo [Mindelo]
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Mindelo is the small city - harbor of the Sao Vicente Island that is hidden in the heart of the Atlantic Ocean
and is one of the ten volcanic islands that constitute the country of Cape Verde. These islands were
uninhabited up to their colonization by the Portuguese at the 16th century. The residents, result of the
mixture of Europeans with African slaves, created their own mixed cultural identity. The documentary
“Mindelo" presents the daily life of the people and the unique creole culture of Cape Verde that has
resulted from its cultural particularity, the difficulties that are caused by the barren and arid natural
environment and the isolation the ocean that surrounds the island, imposes.
